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From Pastor Carolyn: 

It looks like it will be 
one of those years when 
we have a bumper crop of 
acorns. They are raining 
down upon the roof of our 

home, as well as on any head that happens 
to be loitering under one of the many oak 
trees dotting our lawn. On these years of 
abundance, it becomes a major family project 
to remove them. While it is tedious to rake 
them or even hand pick them off the ground, 
by dumping them in a pile at the edge of our 
woods, during the winter these overabundant 
acorns will make a welcome meal for the 
deer that live nearby. What at first seems to 
be a routine chore, in the long run brings 
deep satisfaction. Between the working to-
gether with those you love, as well as the 
knowledge that some good will come of it, 
the work involved becomes more of a gift, 
rather than a chore. 

There’s a lot more involved during an in-
terim time than the gathering of acorns, but 
we do recognize the hard work that is re-
quired and the faithfulness of a church’s 
membership that is necessary for there to be 
a deep satisfaction at the end of the interim. 
My hope is that your faithfulness, commit-
ment, and support of Christ’s ministry over 
the past year and a half, have brought you to 
a place of hope and excitement for the future 
of Brookside Congregational Church. 

As you are well aware, with the call of 
the Rev. Dr. Dawn Berry to be the next pas-
tor and teacher of Brookside Congregational 
Church, UCC, it is time for me to tender my 
resignation as Interim Minister, effective No-
vember 8, 2008. I do so with a mixture of 
joy – for the bright promise of Brookside’s 
future – and sadness, for our ministry to-
gether was Christ-filled and fruitful, and it is 
hard for me to say good-bye. I wish to thank 
the church leadership and the Pastoral Search 
Committee for their rock-solid efforts on be-
half of all who call Brookside home. They 
have been a joy to work with. I also give 
thanks for the opportunities to get to know 
so many of you. I have enjoyed my time here 

and will hold you all in my prayers in the 
months and years ahead. 

I plan for my last Sunday at Brookside to 
be October 26, and then to take my final two 
weeks of accrued vacation time. On Sunday, 
November 9 I will begin as the Interim Minis-
ter at the First Congregational Church, UCC 
of Hancock, NH.
