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Church School to Resume January 10 
Our next Rotational Workshop Unit focuses on one of the most difficult teachings of Jesus, yet it is 

one of the most important. The unit scriptures are on Luke 12: 27-31, and Matthew 5: 38-47, Jesus’ 
teaching about loving your enemies. It is easy to love people who are nice to us and who love us. Jesus 
tells us to do something harder, to love people who do not show love to us. In this unit the children will 
have the opportunity to: 

• explore what Christ said about loving enemies;  
• consider nonviolent ways to stand against injustice;  
• practice responding with forgiveness rather than revenge; and 
• consider the impact of praying for one’s enemies. 

The Unit will begin January 10 and go for five weeks. The workshops will be: Art, Cooking, 
Games, Science and Storytelling. 
 

Learning About and Experiencing Communion 
The first Sunday of the month we celebrate the sacrament of Communion. This is an important ritual 

in the Christian Church. It is a meal we share as Christians, remembering Jesus’ life, his teachings, death 
and resurrection. So children can partake of this sacrament, on Communion Sundays when there is 
Church School, the children go to their workshops at the beginning of worship, and join the worshiping 
community in time to participate in the sacrament. (This will not apply in January, however, as we will 
celebrate Epiphany with all ages in worship for the full hour.)
