Rossôs son Allen, wife Edelia and step-

daughter Laura have been welcomed participants in worship, church school, and other events of the 

church. 

What does it mean to be a teaching church? Well, that is our churchôs callingéto preach and teach 

the Gospel and render loving service to humanity. It does not mean having a student do what the Pastor 

does not want to do. It does mean that we recognize that the whole church, not just us, but every church 

teaches the Gospel and calls from the congregation those who seem particularly focused on leading 

churches in ordained pastoral ministry. Pastors are not divinely created, but called and formed by the 

congregations they grew up in, are members of, and/or serve as students and pastors. 

In our polity (governance), baptized members discern their call/vocation: a call to business, a call to 

teaching, a call to medicine, a call to law enforcement, a call to interpreting the law, a call to construc-

tion, a call to advocacy, a call to counseling, a call to musicéno call is more important than another, 

and each call is accountable to God. Each call from God is discerned and affirmed in community 

(church) and lived out where ones heartôs desire and the worldôs need meet. 

I am thankful that Brookside takes seriously our responsibility for the train-

ing of pastors, and you are willing to provide a setting for seminarians to 

gain confidence and competence in the practice of pastoral ministry. 

Special thanks to our support committee: the Rev. Joyce Lovejoy, Joe 

Forest, Cindy Watts, and Tom Cleary. They provided support for Ross and 

meaningful feedback in his journey with us.
