My bags are packed. I leave tomorrow afternoon with Jean and Melo-

dy for the park and stay near Boston where we will leave my car, stay 

overnight in the hotel, and have limousine service to and from Logan. It is 

difficult to focus on September with the Zimbabwe trip looming ahead! 

So, let me focus on Zimbabwe. 

I am so grateful for the opportunity to travel to Zimbabwe with the NH Conference delegation. What 

a delight it will be to have five days in Mutare with our friends in the Sakubva Church. I look forward to 

putting voices and names from our phone calls with faces and experiences in Mutare. I want to see the 

construction project you have supported for the Sakubva Church and the orphansô feeding program. I 

hope to participate in some visiting with Rev. Maibvise. We will worship together on August 15, and I 

will learn so much about the United Church of Christ in Zimbabwe, as I get used to wearing my clergy 

collar! (Clergy attire makes packing easier.) More importantly, I will experience again the wideness of 

our faith in God revealed in Jesus Christ stretching across the globe. 

The United Church of Christ in Zimbabwe (UCCZ) was founded in 1893 by the American Board of 

Foreign Missions, a predecessor mission program of the United Church of Christ. Global Ministries 

works closely with the United Church of Christ in Zimbabwe in the many facets of its ministry. The de-

nominational membership of Zimbabwe today is approximately 30,000 people in 47 churches and sever-

al preaching points and worship groups. The UCCZ has worked ecumenically on important efforts in 

Zimbabwe and is responsible for many schools and several health institutions in the country. 

The team will also visit the Mt. Selinda Mission which supports education and health ministries. Mt. 

Selinda Hospital is located in the area of one of the first UCCZ congregations founded. The Mt. Selinda 

Hospital faces many challenges as it provides health care in Zimbabweôs critical situation of economic 

crisis, social/political conflict, and the devastating impact of the HIV/AIDS pandemic. We are traveling 

with one man who was born at the mission while his parents served as missionaries. The ashes of his 

parents will be buried there beside his sister who died at the mission. It will be a moving service. Bob 

has not been back in 40 years. 

We will also participate in a gathering for women called a Ruwadzano. I understand there is lots of 

singing, dancing, preaching, and praying, but not much sleeping. And, we will have the joy of seeing 

one of the 7 natural wonders ï Victoria Falls, as well as a Safari one early morning. 

I write this with great anticipation and a profound sense of gratitude to those who so generously con-

tributed to the $1,800 raised, without my knowledge, to support my travel. There are moments in our 

lives when we give thanks, not only for the gift of money, but especially for the personal care and sup-

port it represents. 

Your generosity allows us to bring: prayer shawls for the pastor and his wife Betty, Bibles, a com-

puter, a camcorder, two digital cameras, a printer and ink cartridges, a CD player with CDs of worship, 

dish cloths, and a stole for the pastor which your gift to me has reimbursed. The stole is white with green 

trees ¾ of length. In the white part there is the symbol of the NH Conference and in the yoke it says: 

Brookside ï Ukama, 2010. Ukama is the Shona word for friendship, partnership, deep covenantal rela-

tionship. On October 17, we will celebrate the Ukama, youôll see and hear about our trip, and I am 

blessed to serve you.

We are starting our 3
rd

 year with Rotational Workshops as our Christian Formation program for 

children. This year we will have special workshops for children that have turned 3 and 4 years old be-

fore September 1. They will go to a different workshop each week, but it will be a little different format 

than the workshops for the older children. The Shepherds will be co-teaching with the workshop leaders. 

In this way we believe the children will have a familiar person with them each week. We welcome par-

ents to accompany their children to the workshop until they are comfortable going on their own. 

 

Rotational Workshop Program Familiarizes Our Kids with Stories 

This year our Workshop Units will focus on story. Before Christmas weôll be studying some of the 

stories that Jesus told. We will start with the stories of the lost coin and the lost sheep as found in Luke
